
EFI SYSTEM - Diagnosis System

"CH ECK" Engine
Warning Light

DIAGNOSIS SYSTEM
D ESCRIPTIO N

The ECU contains a bui l t - in sel f -d iagnosis system by which
troubles wi th the engine signal  network are detected and a
"CHECK" engine warning l ight  on the instrument panel
f  lashes.
By analyzing var ious s ignals as shown in the later tables (See
pages Fl-24,25) the ECU detects system malfunct ions which
are related to the various operating parameter sensors or actu-
ator.  The ECU stores the fai lure code associated with the
detected fai lure unti l  the diagnosis system is cleared by re-
moving the EFI fuse with the igni t ion switch OFF.
The "CHECK" engine warning l ight  on the instrument panel
informs the driver that a malfunction has been detected.
The l ight  goes out automat ical ly when the malfunct ion has
been cleared.

"CHECK' ENGINE WARNING LIGHT
CH ECK

1. The "CHECK" engine warning l ight  wi l l  come on when
the igni t ion switch is placed at  ON and the engine is not
running.

2.  When the engine is started, the "CHECK" engine warn-
ing l ight  should go out.
l f  the l ight  remains on, the diagnosis system has detected
a malfunct ion or abnormal i ty in the system.

OUTPUT OF DIAGNOSTIC CODES
To obtain an output of  d iagnost ic codes, proceed as fo l low:
1.  In i t ia l  condi t ions

(a) Battery vol tage 11 vol ts or more
(b) Thrott l .e valve ful ly closed (thrott le posit ion sensor

IDL points c losed)
(c)  Transmission in neutral
(d) Accessor ies switched OFF
(e) Engine at  normal operat ing temperature

2. Turn the igni t ion switch to ON. Do not start  the engine.
3.  Using a service wire,  connect terminals TE1 and E1 of  the

check connector.
